Grandfather Break Jab – steel rod removed and hip replacement, can now walk.

One afternoon a 28 year old karaoke girl (sex-worker) visited Simone for medicine as she had a stomach ache.  She weighed 34kg, malnourished, coughing and bruises over her body. Her friend relayed every answer to Simone as she could not speak.  Simone treated her, then immediately took her to a clinic for blood testing, which resulted positive in HIV and Hepatitis.  





Simone spent days with Roat ensuring she received the appropriate attention and to find a new home for her, somewhere she would receive ongoing treatment, kindness, and safety. She finally discovered a Safe House for Women and admitted her.  





After one week, Simone visited Roat to receive a big Smile when she entered.  Simone realized immediately that Roat was happy to be where she was. 




















OUR FLORENCE NIGHTINGALE

Simone worked tirelessly 7 days per week.  She rode her bicycle out to our village to care for literally hundreds of sick people  even on weekends.  She changed dressings, cleaned wounds, delivered medication, gave emotional support and a clear message to people with nothing “that someone cared”.   The villagers quickly looked upon Simone as a daughter, a sister, a carer and a giver.  Many tears flowed as she departed.





As well as attending to the endless stream of sick and injured at our Centre, she also spent many a long day at hospitals organizing appropriate care for those who could not do so for themselves.  





She saw to blood tests, immunizations, teeth extractions and fillings, hospitalizations and operations.  She organized paperwork, transport, clothing and bedding.





With every person hospitalized, Simone visited them daily ensuring they were comfortable, fed and had necessities.  





Simone’s  Making a Difference:


Srey Nath 15 years old – cleft palet repair and plastic surgery .  Awaiting lip rebuilding operation.





Sovane Soka – A mum with a family in crisis, now diagnosed with Bi-polar and on medication.  Three youngest children severely malnourished and receiving long term hospital monitoring.





Prom Kherm’s daughter – hospitalized with gynecological problems then discovered TB,received diagnosis too late, now at home waiting to die.    


 


Rouern – Huge abcess on the bone, hospitalization, operation and drainage.


Rouerns Father – after 15 years of blindness, operations and removal of 2 cataracts. Can now see.


Rouerns Mother – could not walk, large abcess on the ankle , hospitalized and discovered TB.





Adult male- removal of large back abcess and ongoing care.

SIEM REAP GIANT PUPPET PARADE 2009   


The third annual puppet parade took to the streets of Siem reap on 28th March. 


It was the first year for New Hope and we joined 550 children from 12 local non-government organisations. The parade travelled through the centre of town in a magnificent display of fairy lights, band music, giant puppets and smiling children. 


The design of the puppets was the work of British puppet master, Jig Cochrane, who with the assistance of volunteers and puppet apprentices from Battambang; directed the construction. One goal is to reintroduce the ‘Cambodian Lantern Parade’ in a more modern form. A tradition lost when under the Pol Pot regime, the artists were killed.


Each project was responsible for constructing their own puppet…all had their own meaning. Sixty-five students from New Hope took part in the making of ‘The Endangered Giant Catfish’. It took two days and we began with long lengths of cane to make the frame. It was amazing to watch the finished puppet unfold and the smiles on the children’s faces.


We gathered at New Hope on the evening of the parade and all the children were given dinner as we knew the night would be long and tiring for them. Each student wore their own brightly coloured ‘puppet parade’ t-shirt, and they became a team.


For 1 ½ hours the children were the centre of the town’s attention as the streets filled with spectators, both locals and tourists. For one night, these children were the stars!!!   It was a great escape from their daily existence.


The sense of achievement, pride and teamwork was palpable as the children paraded and chanted ‘New Hope, New Hope’ until their voices were lost.


It was a great night and one we will remember forever!!!
